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1.) File the end of each cable to avoid sharpedges, which could damage the collet [3].
2.) Note: the cable should not be oxidized inthe clamping part, because this could leadto a local heat development. Oxidizedcables should be cleaned with a wirebrush.
3.) Insert cable until it makes contact with thewasher [4]. The wire end must be visiblethrough the window [6].
4.) Tighten the cable so, that the collet [3] ispulled into the conical sleeve [2] and thenecessary clamping force is created.
5.) A conical coupling mounted in this correctway, will hold the cable until its breakingload.
